Academics, click Advising Transcript.

This means you must be enrolled in 9 units or more, in
addition to the course you are repeating, to be eligible to receive your student loan funding.

If you previously passed the course you are repeating, but did not obtain the grade required to proceed to the next level,
consideration may be given by StudentAid BC on an appeal basis.
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
